To cover all schools and anganwadis in rural areas with sanitation and safe drinking water supply facilities including sufficient water for hygiene     

  
	G.O.I has committed to cover all individual households in rural areas with sanitation facilities by 2010 through its demand driven, community led programme “Total Sanitation Campaign”. 

Till date 590 Districts have been covered under Total Sanitation Campaign and 5,29,53,926 individual household toilets, 15,569 sanitary complexes, 5182 rural sanitary marts and 2985 production Centres for production of affordable  sanitary ware have been constructed.        

All schools and Anganwadis would be provided with toilets facilities by December 2009.      

Till date, 8.08 lakh school toilets and    2.51lakh Anganwadis toilets have been constructed under  TSC.


	Letters have been written to States to expeditiously take up construction of School and  Anganwadi toilets and achieve the targets set  by G.O.I. 

SSHE data under TSC may  be triangulated with SSA District Information System for Education (DISE)   data under Dept of Elementary Education and Literacy for improved coordination  so as to achieve the Joint Targets set under SSA and TSC

Give attention to the special needs of girls for provision of safe water , sewage disposal , toilet facilities and sanitation within accessible reach of households , especially in rural areas and urban slums
	Under the School Sanitation Hygiene Education(SSHE) component of TSC there is a provision of separate toilet for girls and boys in all secondary and higher secondary schools. This is also a mandatory criterion for eligibility of Panchayats for NGP awards. 

The SSHE manual produced by DDWS also has laid the above criteria as mandatory for all Schools 
	Some of the States which had proposed only common toilets for both Boys and Girls in Secondary schools are now submitting revised proposal for adequate number of toilets separate for Boys and girls in all secondary and higher secondary schools

	To ensure that under served population and other poor and weaker sections are covered fully on a priority basis. A systematic survey of habitations to be undertaken to identify such areas and populations.  
	Under TSC although sanitation facilities are aimed to be provided to all Households the subsidy of Rs. 2500 and Rs. 3000 (for hilly areas) is limited to Below Poverty Line (BPL) Households only. 

Special focus is on provision of toilets to SC,ST families and marginalized groups like manual scavengers.  
	However PRIS are encouraged to empower people to particularly those from the marginalized groups to actively be involved in the  Campaign and avail this subsidy.

Focus is on reuse and recycling of waste and fecal matter like Ecosanitation, Biogas linked toilets.  

Training programmes are being organized through Community and Capacity Development Units, Key Resource Centers  at the State level and through Central Level 

Manual, IEC material, case studies on New and Sustainable Sanitation  Technology options, Solid and Liquid Waste Management have been developed for implementation by States.

	Give attention to the special needs of girls for provision of safe drinking water, sewage disposal, toilet facilities and sanitation within accessible reach of households, especially in rural areas and urban slums. 
	To address the sanitation needs of girls and women under TSC there is a provision of gender friendly toilets including incinerator facility, facilities for safe disposal of sanitary napkins, sanitary napkins vending machines and sanitary production units in schools and community. 

Under TSC 10% of the funds are earmarked for undertaking Solid and Liquid Waste Management activities in the village. Trainings are also conducted by Community Capacity Development Units on various strategies for disposal of solid and liquid waste in the villages.  
	While some of the states have addressed the sanitation needs of women most others have yet to initiate this process. 
	Regional workshops and exposure visits are being organized to give attention to the special needs of girls.

	Under TSC NGOs plays a key role acting as the intermediary between government and local communities and facilitates IEC, community mobilization, capacity building and cost sharing.
